Hearing for WDHS vocational building project:

Motion by Coppola, second by Vaske to open the public hearing for the WDHS vocational building project. Motion
passed 4-0. No comments were received and Business Manager Mark Frasher indicated he received no written
communication in regard to the WDHS vocational building project. Brent Westphal of Neumann Monson
Architects provided a brief overview of the project. The 10,000 square foot facility will include automotive shop
space, metal shop space, and a classroom with direct visibility and access to both shop spaces. An additional 3,000
square feet of mezzanine storage space will be included. Motion by Coppola, second by Tilson to close the public
hearing. Motion passed 4-0.

Awarding of bid WDHS vocational building project:

Motion by Tilson, second by Vaske to award the bid for the WDHS vocational building project to Conlon
Construction with a base bid of $2,096,000, approval of alternate one deduct in the amount of $30,900, for a total
bid of $2,065,100 with elimination of skylights (alternate one). Motion passed 4-0.
